the surrounding objects. Deficits have been
identified in object relationship patterns in the
population of violent criminals; butthere has
been no study regarding the relationship with
the object, especially in delinquent young
boys who have been incarcerated for violent
crimes. The present study has investigated
the four dimensions of object relations with
samples of eight male juvenile offenders
who were incarcerated in a rehabilitation
center for violent crimes. We used Thematic
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Apperception Test (TAT) and Social Cognition and Object Relations
Scale measured with Weston's score (SCORS). The purpose of this
study is to investigate the causes of the behavior of adolescents who
committed a crime due to mental disorders. It is assumed that people with
mental disorders have common personality traits, and in this research,
we analyzed these personality traits of criminals, the levels of object
relations wereshown by TAT excerpts and the comparison between the
results and previous findings was discussed.
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Extended Abstract]

Mental disorder is a form of mental pathology that causes a high level of
social distress and the possibility of violence and criminal behavior among
mentally ill people is very evident. One of the mental characteristics of
patients is their inability to make lasting commitments: exaggeration,
having impulsive behavior, lack of guilt or remorse, and having callous,
violent behaviors, etc. It is surprising that starting to treat the mental
health of patients has been almost unsuccessful, some psychologists
believe that mental health treatment can even have the opposite result,
however, the attempt to treat is due to access to relatively limited data
regarding the mentality of these people from themselves. Or the world
around them has faced obstacles. In the current research, we have tried
to diagnose the mental disorders of criminal convicts by using the theory
of relationship with special.

In psychopathology, the formation of the psyche based on
environmental factors during childhood is called object relations theory.
According to the psychodynamic theory, people's relationship with
their environment is formed based on the family's behavior towards
them during their childhood. For example, an adult who was neglected
or abused as a child expects similar behavior as an adult from people
who remind him of his neglectful or abusive parents. These images of
people and events in the unconscious become in the form of objects that
"self" brings them to adulthood and subconsciously uses these objects to
predict the behavior of others in social communication and interactions.

Usually, the first object for each person is the internalized image
of their mother. Internal objects are formed by patterns in a person's
experience of being cared for in childhood; which may or may not be an
accurate representation of his actual and external caregivers. Objects are
usually internalized images of the person's mother, father, or caregivers.
But it can also be a part of a person, such as the connection of a baby with
the mother's breast or what is in the inner world of a person (internalized
images of others. Later experiences may change previous patterns, but
usually objects influence and influence throughout life. In the beginning,
objects are known by their function and are called half-objects.

A breast that feeds a hungry baby is a "good breast" and a hungry baby
is associated with a "bad breast". "Good enough" half-things transform
into a perception of a whole thing. This transformation is related to the
ability to tolerate uncertainty: seeing that both the "good" breast and the
"bad" breast are part of the same mother.
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Therefore, many human behaviors in adulthood have been formed
during childhood and his relationship with his mother. What is applied
in the analysis of criminals from the perspective of psychology is that
emotions, fear, fantasies and other psychological issues of criminals are
considered.

It is not surprising that in the process of treating delinquent problems,
what is overlooked is the child's destructive patterns in relation to self
and others.Identifying the causes of crime committed by criminals by
studying their behavior is not a new phenomenon in psychology, but
finding the root causes of crime according to the theory of relationship
with the object has received less attention, and perhaps the main reason
for this is that behavior pathology and psychoanalysis in legal science
Less attention has been paid.In the object theory, "love for father" is
given great importance in character formation.

Because it is considered an important period in the life of every person
and some behaviors leading to criminals are formed during this period.

This article will answer the question of how much the role of parents,
especially mothers, and their attention to child education plays a role in
character formation and prevention of possible delinquency.
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
